Baruch atah adonai eloheinu melech ha’olam, shehecheyanu, v’kiyimanu, 
v’higiyanu lazman hazeh.

On the first night only, this additional blessing is added prior to the 
candle lighting.

Blessed are you Lord our God, ruler of the universe, who has given us life and 
sustained us and enabled us to reach this season.

Baruch atah adonai eloheinu melech ha’olam, she-asah nisim la’avoteinu 
bayamim hahem bazman hazeh.

Blessed are you Lord our God, ruler of the universe, who performed wondrous 
deeds for our ancestors in those ancient days at this season.
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
